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Bonners Ferry Posts Drop in Population

Bonners Ferry was one of 138 cities in Idaho that essentially
saw no population growth in 2007 after the city posted a
minuscule gain the previous year.

Figures released July 10 from the Census Bureau show that
while Bonners Ferry’s overall population dipped to 2,635 last
year — a 1.3 percent drop from 2006 — Moyie Springs
experienced a 1.3 percent growth in 2007, boosting its
population to 722.

According to the Census Bureau’s estimate, 34 people left
Bonners Ferry while nine new residents moved into Moyie
Springs, which also posted a 1 percent growth in 2006.

The little and no population growth for both cities in the
Panhandle’s northernmost county was not alarming. The
Idaho Department of Labor said as the state’s economy slows,
Idaho’s population growth is also expected to slow as it did in
2001, 2002 and 2003 when it fell to just 1.6 percent a year
during and right after the national recession.

In north Idaho, Post Falls posted the largest percentage of
growth in 2007 with a 4.1 percent increase (1,004 people) to
boost its population to 25,358. Coeur d’Alene grew by nearly 3
percent (1,186 newcomers, upping its population to 42,267,
while Sandpoint’s increased to 8,216, a 2.5 percent jump.

The combined population of Idaho’s 200 cities was
1,023,652 in mid-2007, 68.2 percent of the state’s total
population. In 2000, the Idaho Department of Labor said the
cities claimed 65.6 percent of total state population.

The 138 cities that showed no population growth in 2007
were all rural communities that dot Idaho. The Census Bureau
estimated those cities posted populations gains of no more
than nine and losses of no more than 37. Only 15 of those
cities had populations of over 2,000. The largest was Weiser at

5,330, which had a .7 percent loss of 37 people.

While Idaho’s population grew at a slightly slower pace in
2007, the Idaho Department of Labor said the bulk of the
newcomers continued settling in the state’s major metropolitan
areas.

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Moyie Springs Family Coping with Son’s Rare Birth Defect

A Moyie Springs family whose son has a rare genetic disorder is
not only learning to cope with a disease that will not allow children
to eat a normal meal due to an enzyme their body lacks; they are
hoping a grandfather’s cross-country bicycle trip will raise
awareness and research money to fight Phenylketonuria.

Tara Nelson’s son, Bryce, is a victim of the inherited
disorder, also known as PKU, which he was diagnosed with
shortly after his birth.

“The only thing I knew about PKU was that the initials
described the test that is done on all babies when they are born,”
said Nelson, who works for the Beverly Kee CPA firm in
Sandpoint. “I, like most people, had no idea how many genetic
birth defects there were, how rare they are, or how they affect
your life. I have since become somewhat of an expert on at least
one of them.”

Nelson — whose husband Del works for BF Redi Mix — said
doctors in Sandpoint had never seen a case of PKU before.

“When I had him, it had been 19 years since the last child
was born with PKU in North Idaho, in Post Falls,” she said.
“Needless to say, it is rare. However, with increasing population,
it has become somewhat more common in our area. There was
another baby born with it in Hayden a few years ago, and two
children with it moved into Sandpoint some years back as well.”

Nelson described her son as a very bright, understanding and
loving child, but has “classical PKU” in the most severe form.

PKU is a rare, inherited, metabolic genetic disorder
characterized by the inability of the body to utilize the essential
amino acid, phenylalanine. Those with PKU accumulate too
much phenylalanine, one of the amino acids found in protein-
containing foods. For unknown reasons, an excess of
phenylalanine in an infant's body is harmful to the development
of the brain, causing mental retardation unless treated during
infancy.

She has since learned that a man whose granddaughter has
PKU is bicycling 3,800 miles across the U.S. with a friend to
raise awareness for the disease and money to fund research for a
therapy starting in clinical trials.

Though they are riding through parts of Idaho, north Idaho
is not on their route.

“I think it is a great thing that someone is doing something
like biking across America for charity,” said Nelson.
